Our group picked the poem Fire and Ice over Jabberwocky, Trees and The Raven because Fire and Ice is a legendary poem written by Robert Frost. This poem is about how the world is going to end. There are many ways that our project relates to our poem.  
Our project displays our representation of Fire and Ice, to show how the world will end. On our bot, fire is displayed by cardboard fire, lights, and sound. On the right side of the box fire is displayed with red lights and cardboard fire structures. We also included crackling fire audio.\\On the left side of our project we have the ice themed portion of the project. For this aspect, we have blue lights, along with icicles, an ice cube, and a snowman to add to the winter theme. Another feature our project has that displays our poem is that we have the actual poem itself written around the border of the box.
