 “Stopping By The Woods On A Snowy Evening” is a poem by Robert Frost that provides insight into our daily lives. For example it teaches us the lesson of appreciating nature no matter how small and seemingly ordinary. It also teaches us the importance of not rushing through life and stopping to enjoy the moments. The line “The woods are lovely, dark and deep,” parallels our life and our futures instead of just woods on a snowy night. It parallels how our futures are shrouded in mystery and intriguing. As well as how we cannot see the destination or what lies ahead of us.  Our lives are also not always always full of sunshine and light but are intriguing as well. We  will always want to know what happens next in life, and are always striving for answers as to what lies ahead in those dark mysterious, but wonderful woods.
The diorama and robot make the poem come alive using the hummingbird kit. We used a servo to make the horse observe the clearing. We made stars in the sky using single color LEDs and put them in the sky section of the box. The sound element is the horse’s harness bells, which is depicted in the poem. The snow is made of polyfill which we hot-glued onto the box and the trees, because it gives the impression of downy, flaky snow.
